TEAM CAPTAIN GUIDELINES

If a fixture cannot be fulfilled, a minimum of 72 hours notice before the commencement of the match must be given to the opposing club.  (Notice must be given to the Fixtures Secretary who will inform Hon Match Sec or or Hon. League Sec 72 hours + before).

Home Matches (Walthamstow Hall)

Matches start at 7.45pm and you must be out by 10.30pm. Entry into the hall is via the downstairs entrance of the sports hall (nets/posts will already be in place for you to start your match and can be left up on exit unless otherwise advised).

Please make sure that your team / and the opposition are aware that under no circumstances are outdoor shoes allowed in the sports hall. If anyone needs to change, they should do this outside the hall.

There is a kitchen which should have tea/coffee and mugs but you will need to bring along your own milk and tea towels (which should be taken home at the end of the match). 
To exit the sports hall, please ensure that the main door is shut, then lock both sports hall doors from the inside and go out of the Fire Exit (far left of the hall), please only open the right hand door to exit and then it is easy to close this from the outside.
You need to take away any rubbish with you and check that none has been left lying around in the hall.  As Captain, the buck stops with you if any of the above is not done but please feel free to share out the tasks. If you have to leave early then nominate one team member to be responsible in your absence.

Substitutes

Please note that you should choose someone from the Team directly below yours first before using someone from the bottom team, please do not go directly to the ‘reserve’s list as the lower teams may need to use these reserves first. If you wish to contact a junior to play in a match, contact Tara Easton to organise this. Please check with the substitute how many times they have played up, if you are unsure, you can check on the ‘player performance’ section of the TWBL website.
